Loyola (4-3] on April 8th?

SU is coming off a 9-8 win against Brown, but no one on
the team was especially thrilled with the victory, even though
it extended the Orange’s win streak to three games and upped
the team’s record to 4-3. Coach Desko and his players
remarked afterward that it was a “sloppy” game with too
many SU turnovers. The Orange will look to limit its number
of mental mistakes and unforced errors when it visits Loyola
College on Saturday, April 9, for a 1 p.m. meeting against the
4-3 Greyhounds. Syracuse moved up one spot to No. 7 in this week’s Geico/STX Coaches
Poll.

Despite a 10-5 win at ECAC rival Rutgers last weekend, Loyola did not appear in this
week’s Top 20 poll, but did receive 10 votes. The Greyhounds are led by 1988 SU alumn
Bill Dirrigl, now in his fourth season as head coach at Loyola. His team is 4-3 on the season
and 3-1 playing at home at Diane Geppi-Aikens Field (5,000). The Greyhounds lost their
first three games of the season to Towson (7-5), Penn State (16-14) and Duke (6-5), but have
rebounded to win their last four outings against Wagner (13-7), St. John’s (6-3), Massachusetts
(6-5) and Rutgers (10-5). Loyola is currently in second place in the ECAC Lacrosse League
with a 3-1 record. Georgetown is in first place with a 2-0 mark.

This will be the 20th meeting between Syracuse and Loyola in men’s lacrosse. SU owns a
15-4 edge in the all-time series and has won the last three games, including a 13-8 victory last
year in the Dome. The last time the Greyhounds recorded a win against Syracuse was April
7, 2001 at Curley Field when Dave Cottle was head coach. His team posted a 14-13 overtime
win against the Orange, who were led in scoring that year by freshman Mike Powell.

Jim Brown Addressed Orange Last Weekend, Met With

Captains Ditzell, Pfeifer and Plunket at Pre-Game Lunch

Football and lacrosse Hall of
Famer Jim Brown was in attendance
at the Carrier Dome last weekend for
the announcement of a pair of new
scholarships announced in his name.
Two anonymous Syracuse University
alumni, who consider themselves true
fans of Jim Brown’s athletic career,
established The Jim Brown Endowed
Football Scholarship and The Jim
Brown Endowed Lacrosse Scholarship.

Brown was honored at halftime of
SU’s April 2nd game against - ironically - Brown. He attended a luncheon before the game,
along with SU captains Scott Ditzell, Jay Pfeifer and Jake Plunket. Coach Desko and
Brown’s former teammate Roy Simmons Jr. were also on hand. Before the game, Brown
visited the SU lockerroom to address the Orange. The day before, he met with the SU football
team, new football head coach Greg Robinson and SU director of athletics Daryl Gross.

Brown played lacrosse at Syracuse from 1955-57 under legendary coach Roy Simmons
Sr. He led the lacrosse Orange to a perfect 10-0 record in 1957 and was a two-time All-
American as a midfielder. He was inducted to the Lacrosse Hall of Fame in 1984 and is the
only person to be enshrined in the Pro Football, College Football and Lacrosse Halls of Fame.

Seven different Orange players scored as Syracuse defeated No. 20
Loyola, 13-8, in front of 6,399 at the Carrier Dome. It was the fourth-
straight win for Syracuse.

Michael Powell equalled his career-high of five assists and finished
with a game-high six points. Fellow attackmen Brian Nee and Brian
Crockett each had three goals and one assist. The rest of the scoring
was done by SU midfielders Kevin Dougherty (two goals), Steve
Vallone (two goals), Greg Rommel (one goal) and Brett Bucktooth
(one goal).

The Orange controlled the game with a 7-1 lead at the 4:08 mark
of the second quarter. Loyola’s Patrick Kennedy scored a man-up goal
with 3:27 left in the first half to pull the Greyhounds within five (7-2)
at halftime.

Loyola goaltender Michael Fretwell started to heat up in the second
half when he had 16 of his game-high 20 saves. Loyola used the
defensive lift to creep back into the game. Stephen Brundage and
Nino Othman each netted goals at the start of the third period to pull
Loyola to within 7-4. Syracuse added a goal in between two more
scores by Loyola. Brundage tallied his second marker at 9:12 and
John Halip fired an outside shot at 8:04 to cut into the SU lead, 8-6.

The Orange forced Loyola into 11 failed clears and handed
possession over to its talented offensive players. Powell found
Crockett with eight seconds remaining in the third quarter for a 9-6
lead. Powell fired a shot past Fretwell at 12:03 of the fourth quarter to
give SU a 10-6 lead and Vallone made it 11-6 off a pass from Nee on a
man-up opportunity at the 7:31 mark.

Brundage recorded his third goal of the game with 6:55 remaining.
Nee netted his 14th and 15th goals of the season in the remaining
minutes for Syracuse. Matt Monfett, who had two goals and one
assist for Loyola, registered his second goal with 2:14 remaining in the
contest.

Brooks, Rommel and Park Combine for 15

Goals, Five Assists in Last Three Wins

SU’s top midfield line (Steven Brooks, Jarett Park, Greg
Rommel) have combined for 15 goals and five assists in SU’s last
three wins against Princeton, Hobart and Brown.

Rommel, a junior, has posted back-to-back three-goal games. The
three goals ties his career high. He has had three hat tricks during his
two-and-a-half-year career at Syracuse. Brooks, a sophomore, tallied
a personal-best three goals and five points against Hobart. He dished
out two assists in the Brown game. Park, a senior, had two goals and
one assist at Hobart, equaling his career-highs for goals and points.

Rommel is third on the team in scoring with a career-high 17
points. He leads the team with 15 goals. Brooks is fourth on the team
in scoring with 16 points (10 goals, six assists). Park is sixth with
seven points (four goals, three assists).

Rommel has scored at least two goals in SU’s last six games. He is
second on the team in number of shots attempted (45). He has scored
at least one point in SU’s last nine games dating back to last season.
He owns 40 career points (36 goals).

Brooks is starting to hit his stride with eight goals and six assists in
the Orange’s last five games. He is third on the team in shot attempts
with 42. For his career, he owns 21 points (13 goals).

This is Park’s first season as an offensive midfielder, after playing
mostly defensive middie his first three years. He is still used on
the wing during faceoffs because of his speed and toughness on
groundballs. Park has seven points so far this season (four goals, three
assists). He owns 36 career points (20 goals).

Tewaaraton Preliminary “Watch List"

Senior goaltender Jay Pfeifer and junior attackman Brian
Crockett were each named to the 2005 Tewaaraton Trophy preseason
watch list. This is Crockett’s second time being selected as a player
to watch for the prestigious honor that is awarded annually to the best
player in collegiate lacrosse. It is Pfeifer’s first time being recognized
by the Tewaaraton Award Foundation.

The players named to this list are considered early-season
indicators of who to watch as the 2005 lacrosse season begins. This
list will be voted upon by coaches and narrowed as the season
progresses, ultimately reaching a final list of five men who constitute
the award’s finalists.

Crockett is the Orange’s lone starter back at the attack position. He
finished the 2004 season ranked 16th in the nation in goals per game
(2.29) and was the second-leading scorer on the team with 54 points
(39 goals, 15 assists). At season’s end, he was named to the STX/
USILA All-America Third Team. So far this season, he is leading the
team in scoring with 19 points (13 goals).

Syracuse is 44-13 with Pfeifer starting in goal. He has been named
to two NCAA All-Tournament Teams (2002, 2004). His nine playoff
wins ties him with Matt Palumb and Rob Mulligan for most NCAA
wins ever recorded by an SU goalie. Pfeifer is third on the SU all-time
saves list with 664. He recorded his 600th career save this season
against Georgetown.

Syracuse Strength of Schedule Ranked

Fourth by Laxpower.com

Syracuse has the fourth-toughest schedule in the country, according
to Laxpower.com, a popular web site among lacrosse enthusiasts.
Laxpower has established a “College Computer Rating,” that examines
RPI, strength of schedule, quality wins, etc. Since strength of
schedule is one of the NCAA’s main criteria for selecting teams to the
postseason tournament, it is important to note that at this point in the
season, Syracuse ranks No. 4.

Here are the top-rated schedules according to Laxpower. It is
based on the weighted average of the opponents’ power ratings. The
weighting (taking a power of the PR is done so that a team that plays
a team with a high PR and a team with a low PR will come up with
a higher strength of schedule than a team that plays two teams with
average PR’s.

It is as much a reflection
upon Desko as anyone. Afterall, he is the only person who has been
directly associated with the team for each of the past 22 seasons.

The “streak” was put to one of its toughest tests in 2003 when
Desko and company endured a 10-6 campaign, uncharacteristic of a
program that had not lost six games since 1977. But, under Desko’s
leadership and experience, Syracuse rebounded to win its next three
games, including a 15-5 victory against Princeton in the NCAA
quarterfinals.

In 1999, his first year on the job, the squad lost four regular-season
games, but advanced to the NCAA title game as the No. 8 seed.

After Career-High 21 Saves at Hobart

Syracuse goaltender Jay Pfeifer has a chance to break the school’s
all-time saves record this season. He needs 103 more saves this season
in order to surpass Jamie Molloy (1977-80) as the Orange’s career
saves leader. Last season, Pfeifer totaled a career-high 213 saves, so
the record is within reach. With 11 saves against Georgetown, Pfeifer
achieved the 600-save milestone, one of only six Syracuse goalies to
do so since 1967. His career-high 21 saves against Hobart moved him
into third place on the school’s all-time saves list and stands as the
third-highest save total by a Division | goalie this season.

Leveille Breaks Out with 11 Goals in SU's

Freshman attackman Mike Leveille scored a career-high five
goals against Johns Hopkins, followed that up with three goals against
Princeton, had a goal at Hobart and scored two more in the win against
Brown.

Junior attackman Brett Bucktooth recorded a career-high three
assists in SU’s win against Army. He followed that up with a career-
high three goals and five points vs. UVA. Bucktooth is second on the
team in scoring with 18 points. He leads the team in assists with 11.
The former midfielder had a total of five assists in his first two seasons
with the Orange. Last year, Bucktooth was tied for eighth on the team
in scoring with 14 points (nine goals, five assists). For his career,
Bucktooth owns 17 goals and 16 assists for 33 points. He has scored at
least one point in Syracuse’s last nine games, dating back to last year’s
NCAA semifinal contest against Johns Hopkins.

Brennan and Keough are SU's Main

Face-Off Threats

A big key to SU’s victory against Army was sophomore midfielder
Danny Brennan’s performance at the face-off stripe. Brennan, the
only player used at the face-off stripe against Army, looked to pick
up right where he left off at the end of last season, winning 14-of-17
draws for the Orange. Against Virginia, Brennan was 7-of-14 and
shared draws with seniors Geoff Keough and Chris DiMarco. In
the Georgetown game, Brennan won just six-of-17 draws against the
Hoyas’ star midfielder Andy Corno. Keough and Jon Jerome were
also used at the stripe. SU started out using Brennan in the Hopkins
game and then made the change to Keough (9-of-13) after Brennan
won just 4-0f-13. The Orange won 5-0f-20 draws against Princeton.

Syracuse currently owns a .478 face-off winning percentage (75-
of-157). Keough has won 50 percent of his draws (23-0f-46), while
Brennan owns a .486 mark (51-0f-105).

Brennan’s best game was a 16-for-26 performance against Johns
Hopkins in the 2004 NCAA semifinals. Keough led the team in face-
off winning percentage last year and ranked 16th in the nation in face-
off winning percentage (.538). He won a career-high 22-0f-29 draws
in the season opener against Army last season.

Niewieroski Starting to Find His Comfort

Level

Freshman attackman/midfielder Greg Niewieroski scored the
game-winning goal with 4:13 remaining in the fourth quarter in what
proved to be a 13-12 victory for the Orange against Hobart. It was
Niewieroski’s second big goal of the season. He netted SU’s eighth
goal as SU clung to a 7-6 lead at Princeton with 12:13
remaining in the fourth quarter. It was his first collegiate goal and
it came five games into the season. Syracuse went on to defeat the
Tigers, 10-8.

After Leveille, Niewieroski is the second-leading freshman scorer
on the team with two goals. He alternates between the midfield
and attack positions, depending on who the Orange opponent is and
what kind of matchup problems he can create. He creates matchup
problems for opponents because of his size (6’2, 205), strength and
skill.

Here's SU's Recent History in OT

SU has played one overtime game this season, a 12-11 loss to
Johns Hopkins on March 18. The team did not play a single overtime
game last season, but participated in two in 2003 (a loss at UMass and
a home loss to Rutgers).

In 2002, SU played two overtime games and came out on top in
both of them. During the 2002 regular season, SU’s only overtime
game was at Brown where the Orange came away with a 14-13
victory. In the national semifinals, SU needed two overtime periods
to defeat Virginia. The Orange advanced to its fourth-consecutive
national championship game with a 12-11 double-overtime victory
against the Cavaliers, thanks to Tom Hardy’s game-tying and game-
winning goals. It was the first multiple overtime win for Syracuse
since 1971.

Under head coach John Desko, SU is 3-6 when the game is
decided in extra minutes.

Syracuse has played 29 overtime games since 1971 and has a
record of 17-12, including a 3-3 record in overtime games in the
NCAA Tournament (1-2 in semifinals and 2-1 in other tournament
games).

SU’s quadruple-overtime loss to Princeton in 1999 was the first,
four OT-game for the Orange.

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Crockett Recorded 100th Career Point
Against Princeton

Junior attackman Brian Crockett recorded his 100th career
point against Princeton with a goal he scored for SU in the second
quarter. He currently owns 103 points on 72 goals and 31 assists.
He is averaing 2.71 points per game so far this season. He leads the
team in points (19) and shots (54). His most productive game so far
this season was against Army where he had four goals and an assist.
Crockett has scored at least one goal in every game this season. He
owns an eight-game goal-scoring streak, dating back to last year’s
national championship when he torched Navy for three goals.

Five Recruits Commit to SU

SU secured commitments from two local high school standouts
recently. Matt Abbott (Nottingham H.S.) and Mark Cahak -
(pronounced sa-ha) from Fayetteville-Manlius H.S. will play for the
Orange beginning in the fall of 2005.

“We’re very excited to have two more Central New York standouts
join the Orange lacrosse program,” said head coach John Desko.
“Both are very talented players with great skills that could potentially
help the program right away. Along with the others in this class, we
think they’ll be great representatives of Syracuse University and our
community.”

Abbott, a midfielder, has been a first-team All-CNY, first-team all-
league and Empire State Games Central Team member. As a junior,
he recorded 37 goals and 19 assists to increase his career totals to 141
points (89 goals, 52 assists). His father, Tom Abbott, was a two-time
All-America lacrosse player at Syracuse in 1977 and 1978. He ranks
seventh in all-time goals at SU with 142,

Cahak is a 6-4, 200-pound defenseman who earned first-team
all-league and second-team All-CNY honors while playing for the
Fayetteville-Manlius Hornets last season. He also served as an
alternate for the Empire State Games Central Team.

Abbott and Cahak join Dan Hardy (Tully, N.Y./Tully H.S.),
Kenny Nims (Watertown, N.Y./Watertown H.S.) and Pat Perritt
(Holtsville, N.Y./Sachem East H.S.), who all inked their names with
the Orange during the sport’s early signing period.

Hardy’s father, Bill, played for SU in the early 1980’s, while his
brother, Tom, played from 1999-2002. Tom Hardy was responsible for
SU’s game-tying and game-winning goals in the exciting 2002 NCAA
semifinal comeback win against Virginia.

Nims’ father, Tom, was a member of SU’s first NCAA
Championship squad in 1983. He was later named an All-America
goalie for the Orange.

Perritt, a midfielder, is the younger brother of Bill Perritt, who
played for Syracuse from 2000-03 and helped the Orange to national
championships in 2000 and 2002.

Hardy, a 6-5 attackman/midfielder, scored 53 goals for Tully in
2004. He is a two-time Empire State Games gold medal winner, along
with Nims, a shifty attackman who scored the game-winning goal in
overtime to beat Long Island two years ago at the Empire State Games.
Perritt was one of the most sought-after recruits on Long Island.

Junior attackman Brian Crockett scored a game-high four goals
and had an assist to help defending national champion Syracuse to a 9-4
victory against No. 14 Army at the Carrier Dome. It was the first game of
the season for both Syracuse and Army and marked the Orange’s ninth-
straight season-opening win.

The four goals allowed by the Syracuse defense marked the fewest
since a 13-4 victory against Rutgers on April 13, 2002. Senior All-
America candidate Jay Pfeifer was on his game with 12 saves.

Senior defenseman Scott Ditzell scored the first goal of the season for
No. 3-ranked SU at 12:18 of the first quarter, on a fast break that was set
up for him by Pfeifer’s long outlet pass. Army tied it at 1-1 when Chris
Couch found John Walker at 7:53 of the opening period. The Orange
took a 2-1 lead when juniors Brett Bucktooth and Greg Rommel
connected with 4:12 left.

Each team scored just one goal in the second quarter. SU went up 3-1
when Crockett found freshman attackman Mike Leveille all alone on the
crease after a quick restart just 50 seconds into the period. Jim Wagner
tallied Army’s second goal off a feed from Walker with 7:33 remaining
in the first half.

Syracuse led 3-2 at halftime.

The Black Knights (0-1) tied the contest at 3-3 when Matt Scheel
registered an unassisted goal at 12:46 of the third quarter. Crockett gave
the Orange a 4-3 lead with a tough-angle shot just 41 seconds later.
Wagner answered for Army off a pass from Scheel at the 7:09 mark. The
goal, Wagner’s team-high second of the game, would be the last goal of
the night for the Black Knights. The Syracuse defense clamped down
during the game’s next 22:51 and the offense went on a 5-0 run to close
out the contest.

Crockett netted three goals during the spurt, Bucktooth had two
assists, while Leveille and sophomore midfielder Steven Brooks each
chipped in with second-half goals.

The Orange received a strong performance out of sophomore face-
off specialist Danny Brennan, who took all 17 draws in the game and
won 14 of them. The 14-3 advantage at the face-off stripe was one of the
biggest keys to victory for the Orange.

First-year starting goaltender Kip Turner had 18 saves, while
midfielder Matt Poskay and attackman John Christmas combined for
seven goals as No. 6-ranked Virginia defeated defending national
champion Syracuse, 12-11. The loss snapped a 10-game home winning
streak for the Orange

In a back-and-forth game that has become characteristic of the
Syracuse/Virginia series, the Cavs got off to a 2-0 start behind first-
quarter goals by Poskay and Matt Ward. The Orange tied it up 2-2 after
an unassisted goal by Jarett Park and a man-up tally by Greg Rommel
with 8:41 remaining in the first quarter.

Rommel gave SU its first lead of the game (3-2) at 8:32 of the second
period, but Virginia was quick to answer with a Brendan Gill goal and an
unassisted Christmas score.

Syracuse made the most of its second extra-man opportunity when
Brian Crockett found Brett Bucktooth to tie the game at 4-4. UVA’s
Kyle Dixon beat SU goaltender Jay Pfeifer with a shot to the upper right
corner with 1:19 remaining on the clock and the goal gave Dixon’s team
a 5-4 advantage going into halftime.

In the second half, the Cavs led by as many as three goals at three
different times, but Syracuse never let it go beyond that. UVA built a 7-4
lead with the first two goals of the third quarter.

Trailing 9-6 with less than five minutes left to play in the third
quarter, Syracuse showed some fight. The Orange tallied the game’s next
four goals, reclaiming a 10-9 edge.

Crockett recorded back-to-back goals, before Jake Plunket stepped
up with a big, unassisted goal just 12 seconds into the fourth quarter.
Steven Brooks capped off SU’s 4-0 mini-run with a blast from up top
with 11:55 left to play.

UVA never got rattled. Poskay scored his game-high fourth goal of
the game. That was followed by an unassisted goal by Ward at 9:24 and
a highlight-reel score by Christmas, who jammed a shot between what
looked like absolutely zero space between Pfeifer and the near goal post.
Christmas’ third goal gave Virginia a 12-10 lead and ended up being the
game-winner.

Crockett ripped off his own dazzler with 1:17 remaining in the game
to pull the Orange to within 12-11. SU took a timeout with 1:01 left
and Park’s game-tying attempt was blocked by a UVA defender with 36
seconds remaining.
