Syracuse earned its 11th invitation to the National Invitation Tournament (NIT) in 2006-07…The Orange defeated South Alabama 

and San Diego State before losing in the third round at Clemson, 74-70…SU was ranked as high as 15th in the Associated Press 

Poll and 14th in the ESPN/USA Today Poll during the season…Syracuse tied for fifth in the BIG EAST Conference regular season 

and reached the BIG EAST Tournament Quarterfinals…SU finished second in NCAA attendance, averaging 21,516 over 22 home 

dates…Coach Jim Boeheim earned his 750th career coaching victory and coached in his 1,000th game at Syracuse…He ranks 

seventh among active Division I coaches in winning percentage (.7396) and tied for fourth in wins (750)…Last year marked the 

29th 20-win campaign of his 31-year tenure…Syracuse needs to replace its entire frontcourt of forward Demetris Nichols and 

Terrance Roberts and center Darryl Watkins…Demetris Nichols was a first-team All-BIG EAST selection and honorable 

mention all-american…He was picked in the second round of the NBA Draft by the New York Knicks. . .Watkins is playing for 

the Sacramento Kings in the NBA Summer League…Eric Devendorf, an honorable mention All-BIG EAST pick, is the club’s top 

returning scorer (14.8 ppg.)…Devendorf is participated in the Team USA Pan-American Games tryouts in July…The SU recruiting 

class of 2007 has been ranked as high as second nationally…Guard Jonny Flynn was named New York’s Mr. Basketball and player 

of the year by the Buffalo News and Niagara Falls Gazette after averaging 26.7 points per game…He participated in the McDonald’s 

All-Star Game and the Nike Hoops Summit…Forward Donte’ Greene earned McDonald’s, Parade and USA Today all-american 

recognition and played in the Nike Hoops Summit and Michael Jordan Classic…Flynn and Greene were members of the USA 

Basketball Under-19 Team that captured the Silver Medal this summer…Rick Jackson, a forward and guard Antonio Jardine 

were teammates at Neumann-Goretti High School in Philadelphia…Forward Kristof Ongenaet transferred to Syracuse after two 

seasons at Cuesta Community College…Center Sean Williams comes from a season at Notre Dame Prep (Mass.).
